It 
is fixed in the work that for the solution of the indicated problem the system of organizational-
pedagogical conditions, qualitatively enriching the process of increase of competitive potential of 
specialists of training direction "Service" in the course of training in the system of higher school, 
including: (1) mutual interlacing, contributing to the synergy effect, personality-oriented, 
contextual, problem and competence-based approaches to the process of specialist training, (2) 
allocation of individual career tracks and (3) personal educational quanta, based on the value 
matrix of the personality of the learner.
